Scholarships, Fellowships and National Student Award

Delta Epsilon Sigma sponsors an annual scholarship and fellowship competition for its members to support their studies in 2010-2011. Junior members may apply for twelve scholarships at $1,000 each to be used towards tuition costs for their senior year.  Senior members may apply for twelve fellowships at $1,000 each to be used towards tuition costs for first-year graduate work.  
These scholarships and fellowships are named after the Founder and first Secretary-Treasurer of Delta Epsilon Sigma, Most Reverend Edward A. Fitzgerald of Loras College, Dubuque, Iowa.  These awards are available on a competitive basis to students who have been initiated into the Society and who have also been nominated by their chapters for the competition.

Applications for undergraduate study scholarships and graduate study fellowships are due on March 1, 2010.   This may mean that you will need to advance the date of selection for members in order to meet this deadline.  Note that the Bylaws of the Society allow for the initiation of juniors.  So if you are not currently admitting juniors, you may wish to reconsider in light of the availability of scholarships for senior year study.

c. National Student Award nomination form including the qualification requirements.  The National Student Award is limited to one per chapter.

There are 5 judges on the scholarship committee.  Chapter advisors please submit 5 sets of copies clipped together with the following documentation: 

· Application form

· Official transcripts

· Letters of recommendation

· Letter of recommendation from chapter advisor

· Appropriate test score reports

One paper clipped set of each of the above documents will be mailed to each of the judges.  Failure to submit 5 complete set of copies will mean that some of the judges will not be notified about your application submission.
