1. Why this speaker was chosen to speak and explanation of the learning experience that will be achieved.

2. Name and title of speaker

3. Biography (brief) of speaker

4. Title of lecture

5. Provide the reason for the event

6. Who will be attending the event (faculty, students, outside community, etc.)?

7. Approximate number of people attending event

8. A letter of support from one of these: chapter advisor, department chair or mentor, chief academic officer.  The letter should briefly discuss what distinguishes the academic career of the nominee and what specifically qualifies the nominee for national recognition.

9. Date of lecture

10. Where will the event be held?

11. Will there be an admission charge?

12. Any other information you would like to provide.
